Using the Typhon Storage Server to Store Your Images

NOTE: All VUMC users must have a valid VUID in order to access Typhon. If you do not have one
you can request one.
The Typhon data server is a very large, very fast disk storage system available to all CISR users, and

is our preferred location for temporarily storing image files. The CISR does not guarantee the retention
of data and only holds temporary data for 45 days to facilitate transfer to local storage managed by the user.

IMPORTANT! When n_laipping a drive outside of CISR locations, you will want to connect to Ethernet
directly via cable, not Wi-Fi. Connecting to Typhon using Wi-Fi will require you to use a VPN in order

to access Typhon. Direct cable connection to an Ethernet port is highly recommended.

Accessing Typhon from other PC computers:

To access your Typhon folder from a PC outside of CISR, follow these steps:

@ Map Network Drive

1) Logon to your PC.
2) Press the Win Key + e, and right click on “This PC”. What network folder would you like to map?
3) Select “Map Network Drive”

4) The window to the right should appear. For Drive,
